On July 15, 2014, Sucampo Pharmaceuticals, Inc. (the “Company”) received an approval letter (“Approval Letter”) from the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration (“FDA”) to its prior approval supplement (“PAS”) in response to FDA’s review of the revised Drug Master File (“DMF”) of R-Tech Ueno,
Ltd. (“R-Tech”). The Approval Letter provides for the addition of Nitto Medic, 1-14-1 Yasuuchi, Yatsuo-machi, Toyama-shi, Toyama, Japan as a new
production site for Rescula (unoprostone isopropyl ophthalmic solution) 0.15%. The Company has adequate supply of RESCULA to be able to supply the US
market into the first quarter of 2015.
